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1.      How does the state distribute Ryan White funds and are there any proposed changes to this process?
The Virginia Department of Health distributes RW funding to each area consortia. The consortia is a designated geographical area. The consortia then releases a Request For Proposal specific to the geographic area and receives competitive applications to provide services to individuals infected or affected with HIV or AIDS. There are no immediate plans to change the distribution of Ryan White funds.
2.      Please revise the total agency budget for 2010/11 so that the United Way funding request is consistent with the program budget.

3. Please explain the reduction in direct distribution of funds.  How will those clients be served in the future?  Also, are there restrictions on how those funds can be used, or are you able to purchase whatever the client needs? 
We received additional in housing money from HOPWA (Housing Opportunities for People with AIDS) and an increase in RW funding totaling approximately $45,000. These funds were appropriated for one year out of carryover funds and are not guaranteed in the future. We cannot plan on having this money next year as all forecasts of funding says that our funding streams will revert to the prior year.
4. Please explain why the target is decreasing for outcome #1a on page 7. 
There are two specific reasons that the target is decreasing for FY11.  ASG testing data shows that out of 6 confirmed positive individuals in the past year, only two were financially eligible for services at ASG and they did enroll at ASG. The rest were over income for Ryan White services. Generally, we have found that clients that are not eligible for RW services do not need assistance such as the housing and medication assistance that is typically provided through local grants and do not access our non-Ryan White Services.  The second reason for a decline is the change in funding opportunities for medical care through the UVA Infectious Disease Clinic. The Infectious Disease Clinic is billing the Virginia Department of health directly for medical services. Unless a client needs medication co-payments or housing assistance, they do not need to access our services directly.
