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1.  What other programs are provided by Red Cross?  

PROGRAMS AND SERVICES PROVIDED TO THE COMMUNITY

BLOOD SERVICES

The Central Virginia Regional Chapter supports blood collection by the American Red Cross Mid-Atlantic Blood Region through local blood drives, throughout the year in the Charlottesville and the Thomas Jefferson UW area.   

HEALTH AND SAFETY SERVICES

The Central Virginia Regional Chapter schedules a wide variety of certification classes throughout the Thomas Jefferson UW area.  Courses are offered in CPR, First Aid, AED, Preventing Disease Transmission (Blood borne Pathogens), and Oxygen Administration, Workplace Safety modules, Babysitting, Lifeguarding, Pet First Aid and other aquatics courses.  The Red Cross works with Boy Scouts of America, Girl Scouts, churches, schools, and other non-profit organizations, health agencies, physical fitness and recreational instructors and organizations providing a wide variety of courses necessary for them to work with the public and individuals who want to take the training for personal reasons. 

DISASTER SERVICES

The Central Virginia Regional Chapter supports the work of its volunteer Disaster Response Team, which is on call 24 hours a day, every day of the year to respond to local disasters.  Calls for disaster assistance are for single and multiple family fires, shelter operations for local and national emergencies, and disaster welfare inquiry.  

The Red Cross provides immediate emergency assistance in the form of disbursing orders or debit cards for shelter, food, personal care items, clothing, shoes, replacement medicines, bedding, baby supplies, elder care items, and health-related needs.   In addition, emergency health and mental health services are also available.

SERVICE TO MILITARY FAMILIES

The American Red Cross provides emergency communications between members of the U.S. Armed Forces and their families stationed throughout the world, 24 hours a day, every day of the year.  These communications include health and welfare inquiries, notification of birth and deaths, and requests for personal leave due to emergencies and family illnesses.

INTERNATIONAL SERVICES

The Central Virginia Chapter provides international social services and tracing, and International Humanitarian Law courses.

What other areas localities besides PD10 receive Red Cross services?  What are the 
funding sources for those services?
The Central Virginia Regional Chapter currently serves 14 counties with a total population of nearly 800,000 including:  Albemarle, Augusta, Buckingham, Culpeper, Fauquier, Fluvanna, Greene, Louisa, Madison, Nelson, Orange, Rappahannock, Rockbridge and Rockingham counties.    The Central Virginia Chapter requests funding from United Way agencies located within our 14 county jurisdiction.  In addition, the Central Virginia Regional Chapter receives funding from the CVC, CFC and from the American People.
